2. What does this scripture tell me about God?

Start Sharing: Choose one question to start the conversation, move onto others if
time allows.

e How would you describe the difference between God’s peace and the peace of
the world?

e What practical habits or choices help you “keep your mind stayed” on God when
anxiety or fear shows up? Where do you struggle most to trust His peace?

e Can you think of a time when you chose to fix your mind on God in the midst of
turmoil/stress and God brought peace to your mind and heart? Share your
experiences!

e Where do you need God’s peace in your life right now? Pray together!
